· Jonathan spoke about what the potential class sizes would be if the override does not pass.  At OPR , the estimated class sizes (if override does not pass) will be:
Grade 1---26-27 children per class

Grade 2—28 children per class

Grade 3---25 children per class

Grade 4---23 children per class

Grade 5---33 children per class

· Along with the increased class sizes, bus fees and sports registrations at Walpole High School will be about doubled if the override does not pass. There will be 8 elementary school teachers lost if override does not pass. Foreign language will also be eliminated from 6th and 7th grade. 
· Walpole has not passed an override for the schools since 2001. If passed, the average household tax increase will be about $330 per year, which is under a dollar per day.
