· Presentation - Currently using What It’s Like Program for disability awareness. Program is stagnant, there is not set curriculum and the equipment is antiquated. Looking to adopt a new program with power point curriculum that requires no experience or training to present to students. It is a web based program with kits for different disabilities which includes introduction to the topic and breakout activities. Pay for an initial buy in (a one time fee) and then low yearly maintenance fee. Purchase programs as kits - physical disabilities, autism spectrum, learning disabilities, etc. 

· Request for PAC funds - $680 one time purchase fee includes physical disabilities and training if people are interested in attending training.

· $250 annual maintenance fee regardless of how many kits purchased includes online yearly access and updates. $150 already in yearly PAC budget for What It’s Like Program. Motion made to allocate funds. Motion seconded and passed.

· Amending by-laws discussion - group discussed options and voices concerns. Lara Huempfner will work on proposed amendments and present at next PAC meeting for vote.

· Disclosure - recommended that board members not be able to make a profit from PAC. PAC members be required to disclose any profits they make from working with PAC.
